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Your City Police Zero Tolerance Crackdown on DUI Offenders following Court Appearances
Police to Cite Those Who Disregard Orders Not to Drive

[Your City], CA– Many people arrested for DUI or who are driving on a suspended or revoked drivers license are under the impression that if they drive anyway, the consequences aren’t that tough, that the law doesn’t apply to them, or that they can drive without a license and won’t get caught.

The [Your] Police Department will be targeting the ‘Worst of the Worst’ DUI Offenders – those with suspended or revoked licenses or no licenses at all.  Today Officers working a special ‘Court Sting Operation’ are targeting suspects leaving court who drive away, disobeying their DMV Suspension Orders or a judge’s Court Order not to drive without a valid license following DUI court proceedings. 

Officers will deploy to the Anytown County Court House to monitor court proceedings focusing on defendants charged with DUI and who have a suspended drivers license.  An officer will observe court proceedings and monitor those individuals to see if they leave court, only to get behind the wheel and drive away.  Officers on the street will be alerted to the violations and effect a traffic stop to contact the driver and take appropriate enforcement action by either taking the violator into custody or issuing a citation before impounding their vehicle for up to 30 days.   

Offenders will face additional trips to court, fines and possible jail time for failing to obey Court and DMV orders not to driver without a license.
