Felony DUI during Stakeout Operation 

Your City, CA -  On Day Date at approx #:00 a/pm, [Your] Police Department working a special DUI Operation targeting repeat DUI offenders was conducting surveillance at the residence of a habitual DUI driver when officers observed a suspect drive away from his home.  
Officers contacted the driver, [suspect name] ## years from [his city] who is a known repeat DUI offender with a suspended driver’s license with [#] DUI convictions in the past 10 years. Daniels is also currently on probation resulting from his last DUI conviction.

[Suspect name] was stopped and found to be under the influence of alcohol.  Following field sobriety tests he was arrested for [misdemeanor/felony] DUI, driving on a suspended license, and violation of probation.  His blood alcohol level was found to be at a .##% BAC.  Daniels was booked into county jail for his [#] DUI offense.
