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Traffic Enforcement Operations Plan for [Your City]

Locally, [your city] police Department has investigated [##] fatal and injury collisions involving pedestrians and bicyclists during the past three (3) years. In 2012, California witnessed 612 pedestrian and 124 bicyclists killed that year while nationally 4,743 pedestrians and 726 bicyclists were killed.
