Dear Chief of Police:

The Office of Traffic Safety (OTS) is proud to announce the solicitation of applications for the “Sobriety Checkpoint Mini-Grant Program for Local Law Enforcement Agencies.”  City Police Departments and Contract City Police Departments in cities with a population greater than 20,000 are eligible to apply.  Grants will be awarded on a competitive basis.

The University of California, Berkeley, Safe Transportation Research and Education Center (SafeTREC), will administer and coordinate the mini-grants for OTS.  OTS will make the funding decisions.  Funding will be awarded to state and local law enforcement agencies which, collectively: a) serve at least 50 percent of California’s population or b) serve geographic subdivisions that account for at least 50 percent of California’s alcohol-impaired fatalities.  To apply for a Sobriety Checkpoint Mini-Grant, please visit the SafeTREC website at http://www.safetrec.berkeley.edu and click on the 2011-2012 Sobriety Checkpoint Program link.
The mini-grants are available for personnel overtime costs, and new this year, checkpoint supplies.  These funds are to be used to conduct sobriety checkpoints during the following two “National Impaired Driving Campaign” mobilization periods:

    * The Winter Holiday period in December 16, 2011 – January 1, 2012
    * The Labor Day period in August 17, 2012 – September 3, 2012
In addition to conducting checkpoints during these periods, agencies are encouraged to request personnel overtime funding for additional checkpoints outside the mobilization periods.  Agencies that currently have checkpoints funded in an existing OTS grant are eligible to participate in this effort as long as the mini-grant checkpoints are over and above the checkpoints identified in their existing grant.  Please note that cities that have not completed the OTS checkpoint survey must do so as part of this application process.
