PROBLEM IDENTIFICATION

Example -

The Anytown Fire Department responds to traffic collisions within 150 square mile service area traversed by an extremely hazardous 20-mile section of highway 41.  At the time of the grant request, the Anytown Fire Department responded to traffic collisions with 25 year-old “Jaws” prone to mechanical problems, and hand tools.  In 2006, the Anytown Fire Department responded to 112 traffic collisions, forty of these collisions required extrication.  Mutual aid assistant was required on several of the extrications adding, as much as, 40 minutes to an average response time of 20 minutes.

The main goals of the Anytown Fire Department Extrication and Training Grant are:

Goals

· To improve the Anytown EMS delivery system through the replacement of out-dated and unreliable emergency/rescue equipment.
· To decrease response time (time of notification to hospital treatment) by 25% in Anytown and the surrounding rural communities.
· To promote traffic safety and the awareness of the dangers of high impact crashes where auto extrication equipment may be required.
Objectives

· Purchasing and placing in service one set of hydraulic extrication tools and an air bag lifting system by January 1, 2007.

· To provide a countywide training course using State Fire Marshal curriculum and instructors for 100 fire/rescue personnel by June 30, 2007.
· To reduce response time (notification to treatment) from a 2006 base year average of 35 minutes to an average of 26 minutes by September 30, 2007.

· To provide six extrication demonstrations and traffic safety presentations to local elementary, junior and senior high school students by September 30, 2007.

· To provide information and education materials to a minimum of 5,000 persons attending the county fair and the City’s annual health fair by September 30, 2007.

STRATEGIES AND ACTIVITIES

Example -

New Hydraulic rescue equipment and an air bag lifting system were purchased and placed in service on the Anytown Station 1’s first out vehicle.  The old equipment was reassigned to an outlying station as backup.  A State Fire Marshal approved training program was developed and conducted for all Anytown rescue personnel, and rescue personnel from Fire Departments throughout the county.

The Anytown Fire Department in conjunction with the Anytown Police Department presented the “Every 15 Minutes” program at Anytown High School during Homecoming Week.  A mock train collision demonstration was also conducted at the High School for Driver Education students.  In addition, bicycle and pedestrian safety programs were presented at three elementary schools and the Junior High School.

RESULTS

The efforts of the Anytown Fire Department resulted in:

· 112 fire/rescue personnel were trained and certified at a two day State Fire Marshal Approved Extrication Program.

· 1600 elementary, junior and senior high school students attended eight traffic safety presentations and extrication demonstrations.

· 8,750 traffic safety brochures were distributed at the 1997 County Fair and the City’s annual Health Fair.

· The average response time (time of collision to medical treatment) decreased 26 % from an average of 35 minutes to 24 minutes.
