PROBLEM IDENTIFICATION

Briefly state the original problem.

Example -

Motor vehicle passenger safety deaths remain the leading cause of death for children under the age of 15 and affect all races and ages.  The highest rate for motor vehicle deaths occur among infants under one year.  Of the 360 children fatalities under the age of four in California from 2005 and 2006, only 16% or 56 deaths were unsurvivable crashes.  According to the California Highway Patrol, 84% of these deaths were preventable if an adult buckled up these young children correctly. The city of Anytown holds 31.6% of the statewide injury total and 18.7% of fatalities for children under four years of age.  The California Highway Patrol estimates an additional 15% of child passenger injuries remain unreported.  With over 95 languages and more than 450 dialects spoken in the city of Anytown, no multi-encompassing car seat loan or low cost program exists.  There are no bi-lingual instructors identified or trained to provide child safety installation instruction.  No resources provide for the development or implementation of this type of program.  No funding is available to pay for the specialized training needed to create a county-wide cadre of bi-lingual volunteer instructors.

GOALS AND OBJECTIVES

Example -
The primary goal focuses on the development of car seat loan programs including appropriate installation and instruction in as many languages reflecting as many cultures as possible.  The program ultimately seeks to increase child safety seat compliance and correct use, decrease unrestrained injured vehicle occupants, and reduce fatalities and injuries for vehicle occupants under age 4 by insuring that all children no matter what their ethnic origin or caregiver’s financial situation, have access to a federally approved, correctly installed car seats.  The major objectives include:

· To identify and profile the ten largest culture groups in the city of Anytown, soliciting bi-lingual volunteers and loan program locations for each community.

· To train minimum of one bilingual volunteer from each participating culture group.

· To design and distribute printed materials for each culture group.

· To establish car seat programs for each participating culture group and provide correct installation instruction.

· To plan and conduct one grant meeting, inviting representatives and trained volunteers from each participating culture group to report on the state of the loan program.

· To create a blueprint “how to” manual for other multicultural communities.

· To conduct at least eight educational traffic safety presentations each quarter impacting 1,000 students.

· To issue at least 2 media releases each quarter.

· To conduct child safety seat surveys during September of each grant year.

· To conduct child safety seat “misuse” checkups during September of each grant year.

· To encourage traffic commissioners, judges, traffic court referees, local law enforcement and others to enforce the safety seat and seat belt laws.

· To build public-private partnerships to help increase use of safety belts and child safety seats.

· To capitalize on special events, such as national and state recognized safety weeks and local enforcement campaigns.

· To encourage teachers to assign letters to the editor, letters to parents, or essays on occupant protection.

· To encourage newspaper “editorial boards” to promote occupant protection articles.

STRATEGIES AND ACTIVITIES
Highlight successful activities and strategies used to achieve goals and objectives

Example -

The city of Anytown implemented the multicultural Child Passenger Safety Grant:  Lifesaving In Any Language by targeting the ten largest under served, English-as-second language communities in the city of Anytown and solicited bilingual volunteers and loan program locations for each community.  As a result, many diverse cultures received hundreds of car seats along with education and proper installation instruction.  Also developed were printed materials in different languages representative of many different cultural groups.  Car seat loaner and training programs provided many low-income families education and access to child safety seats.  The city also held over 18 speed enforcement programs utilizing a combination of radar/message board and laser gun checkpoints.  Multicultural sensitive material was also distributed at 10 sobriety checkpoints during the grant.

RESULTS

Describe program accomplishments and impacts

Example -

This grant attained many awards for outstanding achievement, among them, the Buckle-Up-America Award, the J. Stannard Baker Award given by the IACP (International Association of Chiefs of Police), and a recognition award from the Office of Traffic Safety.  To date, this grant remains the first of its kind, successfully providing safety education to multicultural child passengers and their parents or guardians.  This program holds responsibility for distributing 200 low-cost car seats, provided 980 educational seminars impacting 200,000 people in many cultures, and continuing the development of culturally sensitive materials.  The promotion of child passenger safety education to these various culture groups enhanced awareness of occupant protection safety, and created a window of opportunity to introduce other traffic safety issues.

· The number of vehicle occupants killed and injured under the age of four decreased 20% from 1,200 to 960.

· Seat belt compliance increased 11 percentage points from 80% to 91%.

· Child safety seat usage increased 15 percentage points from 78% to 93%.

· Child safety seat “misuse” rate decreased 10 percentage points from 95% to 85%.
